The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2016-581:
(1) On page 1, line 6, after “APPEAL” and insert “FILED BY CHRISTOPHER BRAY”; and
(2) On page 1 lines 28-29, after “filed” strike “and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore” and insert “; and”;

(3) On page 1, line 29 ½, insert the following:

“WHEREAS, upon approval of this resolution, DFH OFFICE has agreed to dismiss its petition for writ of prohibition in case 2016-CA-005450; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the consent of Mr. Christopher Bray and the applicant for MMA-16-14, MMA-16-14 is hereby amended as stated herein; now therefore”; and

(4) On page 2, line 3, after “Department” insert “.” strike “and” then insert “The Council”; and
(5) On page 2, line 8 ½, insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Findings.
Upon consideration of the record presented and the testimony received, the Land Use and Zoning Committee finds that the Planning Commission in its decision approving MMA-16-14 did not depart from the essential requirements of law and that competent substantial evidence was presented to support the approval of MMA-16-14.  The Land Use and Zoning Committee further finds that based on the testimony presented and the consent of the appealing party, Mr. Christopher Bray, and the consent of applicant, DFH Office, LLC, MMA-16-14 is hereby amended to include the following conditions: 1) Two (2) illuminated doubled-faced pylon signs operating as changing message devices are permitted, each of which shall not exceed 600 square feet in area on each side and 40 feet in height.  These signs shall be mostly perpendicular to Philips Highway with an acceptable range between 85 and 95 degrees. Refer to attached figure on Exhibit “A” for clarification, attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  These signs shall be located as shown on the attached sign location map attached as Exhibit “B”, attached hereto as Exhibit 2; 2) One (1) illuminated double-faced monument sign for identification is permitted, not to exceed 120 square feet in area on each side and 20 feet in height; 3) The hours of operation of the changing message device shall be limited to 7:00 a.m. – 8:00 p.m.; the signs may remain on 24 hours a day but outside their hours of operation the message shall stay static and shall not be permitted to change message; 4) All signage shall comply with the definition of “on-site signage” as described in Section 656.1302(m), Ordinance Code and 5) All signage shall comply with the definition of “changing message device” as described in Section 656.1302(c), Ordinance Code. Except as specifically set forth herein, MMA-16-14 is not amended or altered and shall remain approved.”

(9) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
