WHEREAS, Ryan Murphy, son of Pat and Katy Murphy of Ponte Vedra, was raised in a competitive swimming family along with his brother Patrick and sister Shannon, and from a young age starting with the Queen’s Harbor Wahoos exhibited tremendous potential as a future star in the swimming world; and


WHEREAS, Ryan Murphy built his swimming skills as part of the Bolles School dynasty and earned a scholarship to the University of 

California where he is a rising senior and 3-time defending NCAA champion in both the 100- and 200-meter backstroke events and has the potential to become only the third collegian ever to win 8 individual NCAA backstroke championships; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Murphy has had a distinguished national and international swimming career, winning bronze medals at the World Junior Championships and Pan American games in 2011 and the Pan Pacific Games in 2014, and gold and silver medals on relay teams at the 2015 World Championships; and

WHEREAS, rounding into peak form at the right time, Ryan Murphy dominated his events at the 2016 Rio Olympics, winning gold in the 100 meter backstroke in Olympic record time, gold in the 200 meter backstroke, and then gold in the 4x100 medley relay in world record time; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville, the Northeast Florida region, and all of America have experienced tremendous excitement and pride over the past week of great Olympic swimming performances; now therefore
