A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JOHN M. SHELLHORN ON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT AFTER TWENTY SIX YEARS OF DEDICATED SERVICE TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
John Shellhorn has been an exceedingly dedicated employee and leader in our family of City employees for twenty-six years; his contributions to the well-being of our community are many and the many colleagues and friends whom he assisted and influenced are legion; and
WHEREAS,
a native of South Florida, John Shellhorn received an Associate of Arts degree from Brevard Community College in Melbourne; he achieved his Bachelor of Science with double majors in geography and social sciences from Florida State University in Tallahassee and he was awarded a Master of Public Administration degree from the University of North Florida in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS,
from 1990 to 1996, John Shellhorn was the City of Jacksonville’s Regulatory & Environmental Resources Coordinator; in that capacity, he had an array of responsibilities that included serving as the City’s spokesperson for regulatory activities; from June 1995 through December 1995, he was Acting Director of the Regulatory & Environmental Services Department; he planned and coordinated Mayor Ed Austin’s “Clean Community Crusade”, was a founding member of Earth Day Jacksonville, Inc. and served on the Steering Committee that coordinated the City’s first Wildlife Conference;  and
WHEREAS,
from 1996 to 2006, John Shellhorn was  Chief of the Clean It Up, Green It Up Division; with John Shellhorn at the helm, the division was widely recognized for many significant achievements that enhanced the City’s beauty and environment; the division won numerous local, state and national awards including the Keep America Beautiful first place national award from the Council for Sustainable Florida presented by the Governor & Legislature; the division planned, coordinated and executed the “Super City Cleanup” in preparation for Super Bowl XXXIX; the division planned, coordinated and distributed 300,000 trees from JEA and community organizations in support of Mayor John Delaney’s Tree Challenge; and
WHEREAS,
in 2006, John Shellhorn became  Chief of the City’s Mosquito Control Division; he secured the acquisition a turbine helicopter for spraying purposes; he updated the Mosquito Control Division’s performance index indicators and initiated pro-active inspection targets; under John Shellhorn’s leadership, the division implemented zonal spraying by ground application and expanded community outreach efforts; at a time of considerable apprehension and concern with the threat of the Ziska virus in our midst, John Shellhorn and his dedicated staff have worked closely with the Duval County Health Department in planning and coordinating efforts to keep our community free from the Zika virus threat; and
WHEREAS,
John Shellhorn’s years with the City of Jacksonville exemplify public service at its best; it came as no surprise to anyone when he was the recipient of the JaxCares Annual Lex Hester Memorial Volunteer Champion Award, the recipient of Greenscape’s Annual Canopy Award or JaxPride’s “Flossie Brunson Award” for Community Service; this Eagle Scout and Leadership Jacksonville graduate has made numerous, significant and memorable contributions to make ours a better, cleaner and more environmentally sensitive place to live, work, raise families and enjoy the amenities of healthy lives; now therefore
