WHEREAS, the award is the most distinguished honor given to public transit agencies and is bestowed on a system that has demonstrated outstanding achievement over the past three years in the areas of safety, operations, maintenance, access, customer service, financial management, sustainability, workforce development, attendance and employee costs, minority and women advancement, marketing and community relations, and quantitative measures including riders per hour and total passenger miles of service; now therefore
