
Ordinance #12 revised - March 14, 2005


Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:
ORDINANCE 2016-590
An ordinance appropriating $127,302.50 (A GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $97,925.00 FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY AND AN IN-KIND CONTRIBUTION IN THE AMOUNT OF $29,377.50 PROVIDED AS STAFF SERVICES PERFORMED BY PERSONNEL OF THE DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY AFFAIRS AND VETERANS SERVICES) to PROVIDE FUNDING FOR MILITARY BASE AND ADVOCACY SERVICES SUPPLIED THROUGH CONSULTANTS SELECTED BY THE CITY AND RELATED TRAVEL EXPENSES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-111; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE DEFENSE REINVESTMENT GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY AFFAIRS AND VETERANS SERVICES; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above comprises a grant in the amount of $97,925.00 from the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity and an in-kind contribution in the amount of $29,377.50 provided as staff services performed by personnel of the Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services.
Section 2.  Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for military base and advocacy services supplied through consultants selected by the City and related travel expenses. The grant period is for twelve months running from July 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017. 
Section 3.

Approving and authorizing execution of Agreement.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Defense Reinvestment Grant Agreement between the City and the State of Florida Department of Economic Opportunity (the “Grant Agreement”), a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.    
Section 4.

Departmental Oversight.  The Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the State of Florida will not authorize the grant award unless the Mayor executes the Grant Agreement. The Grant Agreement is retroactive to July 1, 2016, but was not received until July 29, 2016 because of the State’s reorganization of duties to the Department of Economic Opportunity. 
Section 6.

   Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
