An ordinance appropriating $1,557,290.00 ($361,870.69 from existing revENUE and $1,186,000.00 in anticIpated fiscal year 2017 revenue) TO ESTABLISH THE FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017 OPERATING BUDGET FOR THE INMATE WELFARE TRUST FUND, WITHIN SUBFUND 64A, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 111.300, ORDINANCE CODE, AND SECTION 951.23(9), FLORIDA STATUTES, AND TO CORRECT ALL-YEARS BUDGETARY BALANCES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-006; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; providing an effective date.
