ORDINANCE 2016-595
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $13,795.52 FROM THE TREE PROTECTION AND RELATED EXPENSES TRUST FUND TO PLANT 37 Longleaf PINE trees, replace unsuitable soil, AND to fertilize 53 trees (install 12 longleaf pines and fertilize 26 trees on alden road BETWEEN st. johns bluff and john Prom blvd.; install 9 longleaf pines and fertilize 9 trees on sam hardwick boulevard between alden road and SAINTS ROAD; and install 16 longleaf pines and fertilize 18 trees on john Prom boulevard between alden road and saints road), IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4; PROCUREMENT DIRECTIVE UTILIZING THE CONTINUING CONTRACT OF DAVEY TREE SERVICE; PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation. For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation: $13,795.52 is being transferred from Investment Earnings within the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Trust Fund to (1) Alden road between St. Johns Bluff and John Prom Boulevard tree project ($4,848.56); (2) Sam Hardwick Boulevard between Alden Road and Saints Road tree project ($3,216.00); and (3) John Prom Boulevard between Alden Road and Saints Road tree project ($5,730.96).

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the Tree Protection & Related Expenses Trust Fund for the planting of 37 longleaf pine trees, replacement of unsuitable soil and tree fertilization of 53 trees: installation of 12 longleaf pines and fertilization of 26 trees on Alden Road between St. Johns Bluff and John Prom Boulevard, installation of 9 longleaf pines and fertilization of 9 trees on Sam Hardwick Boulevard between Alden Road and Saints Road, and installation of 16 longleaf pines and fertilization of 18 trees on John Prom Boulevard between Alden Road and Saints Road, in Council District 4, as more fully described in Revised Exhibit 2. 

Section 3.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.


Section 4.

Procurement Directive for Tree Planting Utilizing the Continuing Contract of Davey Tree Company. The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of Davey Tree Company to perform the tree planting and one year of maintenance in accordance with continuing contract 7660.01, which is valid through September 30, 2017, to purchase and plant the 37 longleaf pine trees, replace unsuitable soil, and fertilize 53 trees as more specifically described in Revised Exhibit 2 herein.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
