ORDINANCE 2016-597
An ordinance appropriating A $71,500.00 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS EMERGENCY PLAN GRANT from the FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY management FOR THE 2016-2017 HAZARD ANALYSIS AGREEMENT, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 16-119; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A STATE-FUNDED SUBGRANT AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; APPROVING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 16-225; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a Hazardous Materials Emergency Plan Grant from the Florida Division of Emergency Management.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide a Hazardous Materials Emergency Plan Grant from the Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) for the 2016-2017 Hazard Analysis Agreement. Funds will be used to pay the salary and benefits for one (1) full-time employee working as an Emergency Preparedness Planner. Funding will expire June 30, 2017.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the State-Funded Subgrant Agreement, placed on file with the Office of legislative Services.
Section 4.

Oversight.

The Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Approval of Position.
There is hereby approved the position more fully described in R.C. 16-225, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.
