Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $1,586,354.00 to provide funding to purchase 53 power loading stretchers and expendable patient surface systems, as initiated by B.T. 16-116; approves and authorizes the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver, on behalf of the City, all documents necessary to accept and receive funds from FEMA Assistance to Firefighters Grant (AFG); and provides for City oversight by the Fire and Rescue Department. 
Background Information:  The Assistance to Firefighters Program is under the Department of Homeland Security. Its purpose is to protect the health and safety of the public and firefighting personnel against fire and fire-relate hazards. The purchase of the power loading stretchers will assist in reducing on-the-job-injuries. The grant award is $1,442,140.00 with a 10% City match ($144,214.00) requirement. The grant expires August 4, 2017.
