Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2016-598
An ordinance appropriating $1,586,354.00 (A FEMA ASSISTANCE TO FIREFIGHTERS GRANT (AFG) IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,442,140.00 AND A 10% CITY MATCH OF $144,214.00 FROM THE RESERVE FOR FEDERAL FUNDS) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR 53 POWER LOADING STRETCHERS, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 16-116; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO ACCEPT AND RECEIVE THE fema aSSISTANCE TO FIREFIGHTERS GRANT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding comprises a FEMA Assistance to Firefighters Grant of $1,442,140.00 and a 10% City match of $144,214.00 from the Reserve for Federal Funds. 
Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2016-2017.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for 53 power loading stretchers. The stretchers will greatly reduce the lifting, carrying, and holding on-the-job injuries in the Fire and Rescue Department. 
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, all documents necessary to accept and receive the FEMA Assistance to Firefighters Grant, as outlined in the FEMA Grant Award Package, placed on file with the Office of legislative Services.
Section 4.

Oversight.

The Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
