Bill Summary: The ordinance closes, abandons and/or disclaims a portion of a variable width, opened and improved right-of-way of Felch Avenue, established in Plat Book 8, page 22, Felch Subdivision of the public records of Duval County, dated November 22, 1922, and located in Council District 5 near the intersection of Felch Avenue and Hendricks Avenue, at the request of Southside United Methodist Church (the “applicant”), subject to reservation unto JEA and AT& T of an easement over the closed right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities.
Background Information: The closure is requested to allow the applicant to use the closed right-of-way for ingress and egress for a redesigned parking area.  The right-of-way is opened and improved and contains AT&T and JEA facilities.  Adjacent property owners were notified of the application for closure.  The request was sent to various state, municipal and utility agencies which might have an interest in the matter and there were no objections.
