Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2016-646-E
An ordinance appropriating $180,000.00 IN ADDITIONAL GRANT FUNDING FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) TO EXTEND THE CECIL FIELD RECREATIONAL TRAIL APPROXIMATELY 1.7 MILES TO THE NORTH, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 17-012; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, LOCAL AGENCY PROGRAM SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE CITY AND FDOT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding comprises additional grant funds from the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional grant funds to extend the Cecil Field Recreational Trail approximately 1.7 miles to the north. The proposed extension will provide a paved trailway 10 to 12 feet wide and will include a boardwalk and pedestrian bridge. This project is located entirely on City property in the Cecil Field Conservation Corridor near the Taye Brown Regional Park. 
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Local Agency Program Supplemental Agreements between the City and FDOT, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Oversight.

The Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
