An ORDINANCE repealing ordinance 2016-443-E in its entirety; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH CONVEYANcES of VACANT CITY OWNED PROPERTY ON THE 2016-2017 AFFORDABLE HOUSING INVENTORY LIST, R.E. NO. 055358-0000, 1 broward street, JACKSONVILLE, FL 32204, IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SUBPART F (Donation and sale of real property for affordable housing purposes), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, and in specific compliance with section 122.464(e)(Donation agreement terms), Ordinance code; WAIVING SECTION 122.464(a)-(d)(Disposition of Property by Donation; Priority Donations to Community Housing Development Organizations), ORDINANCE CODE, to ALLOW for Kairos sip construction, inc. to receive surplus property; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing an effective date.

WHEREAS, Kairos SIP Construction, Inc. (“Kairos”) submitted a project proposal, the Kairos Development International Affordable Housing Project (“Project”), pursuant to Section 122.466 (Donation Procedures via Project Proposal), Ordinance Code; and 


WHEREAS, acknowledging the foregoing, the City Council surplused three parcels to Kairos SIP Construction, Inc. through Ordinance 2016-443-E; now therefore 


Section 1. 
Ordinance 2016-443-E Repealed. Ordinance 2016-443-E regarding the conveyances of vacant city owned property on the 2016-2017 Affordable Housing Inventory list, R.E. #114210-0000, 0 Spearing Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32206, R.E. #114275-0000. 1212 Van Buren Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32206, and R.E. #114549-0000, 617 E 3rd Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32206, is hereby repealed in its entirety. 

Section 2.

Authorization of conveyance in accordance with Chapter 122.464 (e), Ordinance Code.
There are hereby authorized the conveyances of the surplus parcel in accordance with the provisions of Subpart F (Donation and sale of real property for affordable housing purposes), Part 4 (Real Property), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, and in specific compliance with Section 122.464(e)(Donation Agreement Terms), Ordinance Code. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the surplus parcel. A copy of the Donation Agreement is attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 1, 2nd Rev Donation Agmt, October 5, 2016 – Finance”.

Section 2.

Waiver of Section 122.464(a)-(d)(Disposition of Property by Donation; Priority Donations to Community Housing Development Organizations), Ordinance Code. Section 122.464(a)-(d), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, which establishes eligible entities, minimum qualifications, evaluation criteria and donation procedures, are hereby waived to allow for the Kairos SIP Construction, Inc. to receive the property on the Affordable Housing Inventory list at no cost and not meet the requirements for eligible entities, minimum qualifications, evaluation criteria and donation procedures. The waiver is needed because Kairos SIP Construction, Inc. registered as a Florida Corporation in September 2016, and therefore has not been a registered Florida for profit or not for profit corporation in existence for (2) years; they have not completed at least two affordable housing or real estate development construction and/or rehabilitation projects in the City of Jacksonville; and the project proposal did not include the project description of the Entity’s general plans for financing the project, including sources of the Entity’s funds and a proposed pro forma project budget. The statement submitted by Kairos SIP Construction, Inc. does not identify the maximum amount and available line of credit, nor does it contain a statement that there are no financial impediments. There is a desire to surplus the property at no cost within the CHDO donation period. 

Section 3. 
Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that Kairos has entered into a contract for the use of funds anticipating viability of the parcels approved in 2016-443-E. Those Parcels are not financially viable for the project. Kairos has carrying costs and desires to have a new parcel as soon as possible so that the affordable housing projects can be available to the end users. The nature of the emergency is to expedite the City Council process to get the houses on line as soon as possible.
Section 4.  
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
