A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL, FILED BY ALICIA B. GRANT, OF A FINAL ORDER ISSUED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS ZONING EXCEPTION APPLICATION E-16-48 AND APPROVING ADMINISTRATIVE DEVIATION AD-16-51 FILED BY BMR DINING GROUP, LLC, TO ALLOW THE SALE AND SERVICE OF ALL ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES INCLUDING BEER, WINE AND LIQUOR FOR ON-PREMISES CONSUMPTION AND OUTSIDE SALES AND SERVICE AND ALSO TO REDUCE THE REQUIRED NUMBER OF OFF-STREET SPACES FROM 10 SPACES TO 0 SPACES AND REDUCE THE MINIMUM NUMBER OF REQUIRED OFF-STREET LOADING SPACES FROM 1 TO 0 ON PROPERTY LOCATED AT 3563 ST. JOHNS AVENUE, DISTRICT 14, PURSUANT TO SECTION 656.141, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, BMR Dining Group, LLC, applied to the Planning Commission for a Zoning Exception (Application E-16-48) to allow the sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including beer, wine and liquor for on-premises consumption and outside sales and service and for an Administrative Deviation (AD-16-51) to reduce the required number of off-street spaces from 10 spaces to 0 spaces and reduce the minimum number of required off-street loading spaces from 1 to 0 on property located at 3563 St. Johns Avenue, District 14, in the Commercial Community/General-1 (CCG-1) Zoning District and within the Riverside Avondale Zoning Overlay; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission approved with conditions Application E-16-48 and approved Application AD-16-51 by Final Orders dated August 18, 2016; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.141, Ordinance Code, Alicia B. Grant filed a notice of appeal; and


WHEREAS, such appeal was timely filed and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.
The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings regarding Zoning Exception Application E-16-48 and Administrative Deviation Application AD-16-51, which are on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee.  The recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee are hereby adopted and shall become effective immediately.  This resolution is the final action of the Council.


Section 2.

Findings.
Upon consideration of the record presented and the testimony received, the Land Use and Zoning Committee finds that the Planning Commission in its decision approving Zoning Exception Application E-16-48 and Administration Deviation AD-16-51 did not depart from the essential requirements of law and that competent substantial evidence was presented to support the approval of E-16-48 and AD-16-51.  The Land Use and Zoning Committee further finds that based on the testimony presented and the consent of the appealing party, Alicia Grant, E-16-48 and AD-16-51 are hereby amended to include the following conditions: 1) The six (6) proposed conditions as agreed to by the parties, dated August 18, 2016 are hereby adopted and made a part of this approval are attached hereto as Exhibit 1; 2) The lease to provide off-street parking for all employees, referred to in the conditions, must be signed prior to the final vote of the City Council; 3) The Conceptual site plan dated November 15, 2016, showing the general layout of tables and chairs, bar and kitchen area as attached hereto as Exhibit 2; 4) The exception shall be personal to the license holder; 5) The City of Jacksonville Municipal Code Compliance Division shall be granted access to the building to inspect and insure compliance with conditions; and 6) Prior to requesting a final building inspection or occupying the facility in any manner, the lead horizontal and lead vertical design professionals shall submit to the Planning Department separate certification letters confirming that all horizontal and vertical components of the development have been substantially completed, and all conditions to the development order have been satisfied. This condition shall apply to both phased and non-phased developments. Except as specifically set forth herein, E-16-48 and AD-16-51 as approved are not amended or altered and shall remain approved.

Section 3.

Effective Date.

The adoption of this resolution shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
