ORDINANCE 2016-677-E
AN ORDINANCE TRANSFERRING $175,000 IN ORDER TO RE-APPROPRIATE FUNDING FROM THE RESERVE LINE ITEM TO AN OPERATING LINE ITEM WITHIN THE SHIPYARDS ENVIRONMENTAL CLEANUP PROJECT, SUCH FUNDING TO BE USED TO COMPLETE THE ADDITIONAL ASSESSMENT WORK REQUESTED BY THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION, FOR ROUTINE SEMI-ANNUAL MONITORING OF THE GROUNDWATER AT THE SITE, FOR MAINTENANCE OF THE PROTECTIVE SOIL CAP AND FENCING TO PREVENT ACCESS TO CERTAIN AREAS OF THE SITE, AND FOR ADDITIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT OR REMEDIATION TASKS THAT MAY BE REQUIRED, AND TO RECLASS THE EXISTING $750,000 APPROPRIATION TO THE CORRECT SUBOBJECT, AS INITIATED BY REVISED B.T. 16-082; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “SHIPYARDS PROJECT – ENVIRONMENTAL CLEANUP”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation

This legislation is reappropriating funds already in City coffers and derived from the Shipyard/Landmar/TriLegacy settlement approved by Ordinance 2014-409-E, such settlement funds having been subsequently appropriated into the project entitled “Shipyards Project – Environmental Cleanup.”
Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to re-appropriate funding from the reserve line item to an operating line item within the Shipyards Environmental Cleanup Project (the “Project”) and to reclass the existing $750,000 appropriation to the correct subobject. This funding will be used to complete the requested additional assessment work required by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, for routine semi-annual monitoring of the groundwater at the site, for maintenance of the protective soil cap and fencing to prevent access to certain areas of the site, and for additional environmental assessment or remediation tasks that may be required.  The re-appropriation utilizes existing pay-go funding related to Ordinance 2014-409-E and Ordinance 2014-555-E, with the result that the City will not incur any additional debt in completing this phase of the Project. 
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the Project entitled “Shipyards Project – Environmental Cleanup.” The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral would impact negatively the schedule of assessment and remediation for this site and slow the development process of this area. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Departmental Oversight.
The Department of Public Works shall oversee the Project.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
