ORDINANCE 2016-678
An ordinance appropriating A $322,280.00 ENHANCEMENT GRANT FOR CLAY COUNTY ADULT DRUG COURT WITH RIVER REGION HUMAN SERVICES TO PROVIDE FUNDING THAT WILL BE USED TO EXPAND THE AVAILABILITY, AND ENHANCE THE QUALITY AND/OR INTENSITY, OF SERVICES BY IMPLEMENTING GENDER-SPECIFIC TREATMENT GROUPS, IMPLEMENTING THREE EVIDENCE-BASED TREATMENT MODALITIES (MORAL RECONATION THERAPY, TRAUMATIC INCIDENT REDUCTION, AND RELAPSE PREVENTION THERAPY), AND INCREASING THE AVAILABLE BED DAYS FOR RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT FROM 30-40 TO 70-90 PER PERSON, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-126; providing an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is an Enhancement Grant for Clay County Adult Drug Court from the Department of Health and Human Services account.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding that will be used to expand the availability, and enhance the quality and/or intensity, of services by implementing gender-specific treatment groups, implementing three evidence-based treatment modalities (moral reconation therapy, traumatic incident reduction, and relapse prevention therapy), and increasing the available bed days for residential treatment from 30-40 to 70-90 per person. Intensive substance abuse and mental health treatment services will be provided along with various recovery support services, medicated assisted treatment will be implemented, and the effectiveness of each goal and modality will be tracked by entering session and drug testing data into the Drug Court Case Management System and the Government Performance and Results Act System. The provider is River Region Human Services, a Duval County non-profit treatment provider. A copy of the Notice of Award is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
