AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, A TEMPORARY EASEMENT GRANTING TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) A TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT IN, OVER, AND UNDER PARCEL 702, WHICH IS ADJACENT TO RE # 076617-0000, IS OWNED BY THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, AND IS NEEDED BY FDOT FOR THE FDOT SIGNAL IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT ALONG KINGS ROAD, TOGETHER WITH ALL DOCUMENTATION NECESSARY TO CONVEY SAID TEMORATY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Temporary Construction Easement.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, a Temporary Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, granting to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) a temporary construction easement in, over, and under Parcel 702 and all documentation necessary to grant such temporary construction easement. The temporary construction easement, which is adjacent to RE # 076617-000, is needed for the FDOT signal improvements project along Kings Road. 
Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the temporary construction easement is to permit FDOT to use the City’s right-of-way to provide additional room for mobilization and installation of a mast arm, as well as to complete a sidewalk and curb-and-gutter replacement of the Eaverson Street intersection in order to tie in and harmonize the right-of-way with the driveway and sidewalk construction. The term will be for 72 months from the date of execution of the temporary construction easement.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
