ORDINANCE 2016-686-E
AN ORDINANCE APPOINTING SHARI A. SHUMAN AS A MEMBER OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE JACKSONVILLE RETIREMENT SYSTEM, REPLACING TERRY R. WOOD AS A CITIZEN TRUSTEE, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 120, ORDINANCE CODE, FOR A FIRST FULL THREE-YEAR TERM; ESTABLISHING SUBSTANTIAL BUSINESS INTEREST in DUVAL COUNTY, PURSUANT TO SECTION 50.102(B) (RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT), Ordinance Code; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appointment. The Council hereby appoints Shari A. Shuman, a St. Johns County resident with substantial business interest in Duval County, as a member of the Board of Trustees of the Jacksonville Retirement System, replacing Terry R. Wood as a citizen trustee, in accordance with Chapter 120, Ordinance Code, for a first full three-year term.

Section 2.

A Non-Resident of Duval County with substantial economic business interests in Duval County. Section 50.102 (Members of boards and commissions), Ordinance Code, requires Board and Commission members be either a Duval County resident or individuals with substantial economic business interests in Duval County. Ms. Shuman has substantial business interests in Duval County. Ms. Shuman is the owner/operator of Shucom Properties, Inc., a real estate management company handling multiple properties valued in excess of $7.8 million located in Jacksonville since 2001. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
