RESOLUTION 2016-689-A
A RESOLUTION REAPPOINTING DELILAH R. “DEE” BUMBARGER AS A MEMBER OF THE JACKSONVILLE HOUSING FINANCE AUTHORITY, AS A FINANCE REPRESENTATIVE PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 52, ORDINANCE CODE, FOR A FIRST FULL TERM ENDING JUNE 30, 2020; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Section 50.104, Ordinance Code, provides that partial terms, for less than 50 percent of the standard length of term, shall not be considered a first full term for reappointment eligibility purposes; and

WHEREAS, Delilah R. “Dee” Bumbarger was initially appointed to the Jacksonville Housing Finance Authority, via Resolution 2015-856-A, for a partial term less than 50 percent of the length of a standard term for the Jacksonville Housing Finance Authority and is as a result now eligible for reappointment to a first full term; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Reappointment.
The Council hereby reappoints Delilah R. “Dee” Bumbarger, a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Housing Finance Authority, as a finance representative in accordance with Chapter 52, Ordinance Code, for a first full four-year term ending June 30, 2020.
