An ordinance appropriating $80,074 from the United States department of homeland security/FEMA through the florida division of emergency management to the jacksonville sheriff’s office, with no local match, FOR THE STATE HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM FOR THE PERIOD OCTOBER 1, 2016, THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2017, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-015; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUB-AWARD AND GRANT AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF INVESTIGATIONS AND HOMELAND SECURITY OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; providing for an effective date.

Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide federal grant funding from the United States Department of Homeland Security/FEMA through the Florida Division of Emergency Management to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, with no local match, for the State Homeland Security Grant Program for the period October 1, 2016, through December 31, 2017. The funds will be used to purchase specialized equipment and to do repairs and upgrades to existing specialized equipment.
