An ordinance appropriating $195,318 ($146,489 FROM THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY – PORT SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM AND A LOCAL MATCH OF $48,829 from the FEDERAL FORFEITURES trust fund) FOR THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY PORT SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM FOR THE PERIOD SEPTEMBER 1, 2016, THROUGH AUGUST 31, 2019, SUCH FUNDS TO BE USED FOR THE PURCHASE OF EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS EQUIPMENT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-018; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Section 2.
