A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE LONG AND DISTINGUISHED PUBLIC SERVICE CAREER OF NATHANIEL “NAT” GLOVER, JR.; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Nathaniel “Nat” Glover, Jr. is a Jacksonville native, a product of the Duval County Public Schools, and earned his bachelor’s degree in social science from Edward Waters College and his master’s degree in education from the University of North Florida; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Glover joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office as a patrol officer in 1966 and rose through the ranks in a long and distinguished career which saw him promoted to investigator, sergeant and Director of Police Services before being elected Sheriff in 1995, the first African-American to be elected to the office of sheriff in Florida in more than 100 years, and re-elected to second term in 1999; and


WHEREAS, when Nat Glover retired after his second term as Sheriff he became a special advisor to University of North Florida President John Delaney in the areas of higher education promotion, dropout prevention and student recruitment and was appointed to the Board of Trustees of his alma mater, Edward Waters College, then asked to take on the role of Interim President before ultimately being named President of EWC in 2011, where he has done an outstanding job of revitalizing Florida’s oldest private institution of higher learning; and  

WHEREAS, Mr. Glover, a graduate of Leadership Florida, has had a long and distinguished career of service to his community in many settings, including serving as President Pro-Tempore of the Board of Trustees at St. Stephen AME Church and a member of Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, as well as serving on the boards of agencies ranging from the Jacksonville Civic Council, Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors and The Florida Association for Colleges and Universities to the Timucuan Trail Parks Foundation Advisory Council, One Jax Advisory Council, The Bridge of Northeast Florida and Take Stock in Children; and

WHEREAS, Nat Glover has been honored for his contributions with the Liberty Bell Award from the Jacksonville Bar Association, the Law and Spirituality Award from the Catholic Lawyers Guild, the Jacksonville Jewish Community’s Martin Luther King Humanitarian Award and the Jacksonville NAACP’s Sallye B. Mathis Award for outstanding community service, among many, many other honors and awards; now therefore
