RESOLUTION 2016-719
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND THANKING THE MANY CITIZEN VOLUNTEERS OF COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 WHO RESPONDED QUICKLY AND EFFECTIVELY TO FELLOW CITIZENS AFFECTED BY HURRICANE MATTHEW; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in early October the City narrowly escaped disaster when Hurricane Matthew shifted slightly to the east as it passed by offshore of Jacksonville as a Category 3 storm, sparing the City from a direct hit by the eyewall of the powerful storm; and


WHEREAS, because of the storm’s size and power, even the glancing blow brought violent winds, tremendous rains and high storm surge that toppled trees, damaged homes and businesses, and cut off electric and water service to scores of thousands of people, some for periods of many days until the damage could be corrected and service restored; and


WHEREAS, shortly after the fury of the storm subsided, a number of Arlington residents sprang into action to meet the immediate needs of their neighbors and communities by assessing damage, organizing water deliveries and staffing a relief station at the Regency Square Mall; and

WHEREAS, the hard work and compassionate caring shown by so many volunteers is a testament to their devotion to the City and to the Arlington area in particular, and is deserving of commendation; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
