ORDINANCE 2016-720-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING DUVAL COUNTY BEACHES DUNE RESTORATION; appropriating $7,500,000 ($6,500,000 for DUNE RESTORATION AND $1,000,000 FOR SEA OAT PLANTING) from the debt management fund for duval county beaches dune restoration; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER AGREEMENTS AND OTHER DOCUMENTS TO IMPLEMENT the beaches DUNE RESTORATION WITH the department OF the ARMY; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS BY THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY; AUTHORIZING THE BORROWING AND APPROPRIATION OF $7,500,000.00 IN FUNDING FROM THE CITY’S COMMERCIAL PAPER program IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE DUNE RESTORATION; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT OF THE agreementS BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS, THE CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER and the chief financial officer OF THE CITY; Directing the Administration to seek State of Florida and Federal Emergency Management Agency partial Reimbursements; providing for Council Delegation to the Department of Public Works, Chief Administrative Officer and the Chief Financial Officer to Review and Comment on any Scope of Work from the US Army CorpS of Engineers; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE upon introduction; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation – The appropriation transfers $7,500,000 from the Debt Management Fund.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for immediate dune restoration and sea oats planting efforts on Duval County Beaches. The scope of work will include design and reconstruction of dune reparations between Florida Department of Environmental Protection Range Monuments R-45 in the north to R-80 in the south during 2016 construction of the project as more particularly described in Exhibit 3 attached hereto.

Section 3.

Execution of Agreement.  The Mayor, or his authorized designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver an Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Department of the Army (the “Agreement”) in substantially the same form as attached hereto as Exhibit 2, in connection with the Project Cooperation Agreement with the Department of the Army dated July 7, 1994 (the “1994 Agreement”), On File with the Legislative Services Division. 

Section 4. 
Further Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute the Agreement and all other contracts and documents and otherwise take all necessary action in connection therewith and herewith. The Public Works Department and the Chief Administrative Officer, as contract administrator, is authorized to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to the Agreement and other contracts and documents, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to amendments that are technical in nature, and further provided that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his or her designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law.

Section 5.

Authorizing the Borrowing and Appropriation of Funds for Dune Restoration.  The City is hereby authorized to borrow $7,500,000 under its Commercial Paper Program and such borrowed funds are hereby appropriated to pay the City’s obligations with respect to the Project, as provided in the Agreement.  

Section 6.

Directing the Administration to seek State of Florida and Federal Emergency Management Agency partial Reimbursements.  The Council encourages the Administration to seek partial reimbursement from the State of Florida and the Federal Emergency Management Agency.  Any funds received for reimbursements shall be returned to the account of origin or to the extent that funds were borrowed, be used to pay down any borrowings.


Section 7.

Council Delegation to the Department of Public Works, Chief Administrative Officer and the Chief Financial Officer to Review and Comment on any Scope of Work from the US Army Corps of Engineers. The US Army Corps of Engineers will solicit RFP’s in accordance with the MOU attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and the Project Cooperative Agreement On File. The Council specifically delegates to the Department of Public Works the Chief Administrative Officer and the Chief Financial Officer to review any scope of work from the US Army Corps of Engineers for dune reparation in conjunction with the MOU and the Project Cooperative Agreement On File. The Department of Public Works, the Chief Administrative Officer and the Chief Financial Officer shall review and comment prior to the issuance of the RPF and all modifications and change orders within the maximum indebtedness of $6,500,000.

Section 8.

Oversight Department. The Department of Public Works, the Chief Administrative Officer and the Chief Financial Officer shall oversee the administration of the Agreements described herein.


Section 9.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that work is presently being performed under the 1994 Agreement for beach re-nourishment and coordination with the 1994 Agreement will lower costs substantially by avoiding remobilization expenses. 
Section 10.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
