
NCIS AMENDMENT

The Neighborhoods, Community Investments and Services Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2016-729:
(1) On page 2, line 11, after “PERIODS;” insert “Providing a prospective effective date for fees related to the Jacksonville Symphony Association, INc.;”;

(2) On page 5, line 10, strike “maintenance, repairs and improvements” and insert “capital expenditures and capital maintenance”;
(3) On page 5, line 30, strike “and event day expenses” and insert “and capital maintenance”;

(4) On page 6, line 10, after “for” insert “capital expenditures and capital”;
(5) On page 6, line 20, strike “maintenance, repairs and improvements” and  insert “capital expenditures and capital maintenance”;

(6) On page 6, line 23, strike “111.135(i)” and insert “123.102(i)”; 

(7) On page 7, line 18, strike “Equestrian Center” and insert “Equestrian Center Ritz Theatre and LaVilla Museum”;

(8) On page 12, lines 5-9, strike Section 6 (Effective Date) in its entirety and insert new Sections 6 and 7 to read as follows:

“Section 6.
Prospective Effective Date. As to the performances of the Jacksonville Symphony Association, Inc. at the Times-Union Center for the Performing Arts, this ordinance shall have a prospective effective date of June 15, 2017.
Section 7. 
Effective Date.  Except as provided in Section 6 above, this ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.”;
(9) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
