ORDINANCE 2016-729
AN ORDINANCE regarding CHAPTER 123 (PUBLIC FEES), ORDINANCE CODE; amending Section 123.102(E) (recreation and parks) and creating A NEW SECTION 123.102(i)(sPORTS AND ENTERTAINMENT office), to transfer supervision of and increase the TICKET USER FEES FOR EVENTS HELD AT THE JACKSONVILLE VETERANS MEMORIAL ARENA, THE BASEBALL GROUNDS OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE TIMES UNION CENTER FOR THE PERFORMING ARTS, AND TO ESTABLISH NEW TICKET USER FEES FOR THE TO-BE-CONSTRUCTED AMPHITHEATER AND COVERED FLEX FIELD ADJACENT TO EVERBANK FIELD; AMENDING CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), PART 1 (PARKS, RECREATION, CULTURE AND ENTERTAINMENT), SECTION 111.135 (INDIVIDUAL VENUE-RELATED ENTERPRISE FUND) TO CREATE ENTERPRISE FUNDs FOR THE AMPHITHEATER AND COVERED FLEX FIELD; AMENDING CHAPTER 154 (ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES), PART 1 (IN GENERAL), section 154.107 (SALE AND CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES IN MUNICIPAL PARKS OR ON CITY-OWNED OR –LEASED PROPERTY; PENALTY), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR THE CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AT THE AMPHITHEATER AND COVERED FLEX FIELD; AMENDING CHAPTER 191 (SPECIAL EVENTS AND A. PHILIP RANDOLPH ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT), PART 1 (SPECIAL EVENTS), SECTION 191.103 (SPECIAL EVENT PERMIT REQUIRED, ORDINANCE CODE, TO EXEMPT EVENTS AT THE AMPHITHEATER AND COVERED FLEX FIELD FROM   SPECIAL EVENTS PERMITTING REQUIREMENTS, AND PART 2 (A. PHILIP RANDOLPH ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT), SECTION 191.202 (PERIODS OF APPLICABILITY), ORDINANCE CODE, TO INCLUDE EVENTS AT THE COVERED FLEX FIELD AND AMPHITHEATER WITHIN THE ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT ACTIVITY PERIODS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Amending Section 123.102 (Fees Established), Ordinance Code. Section 123.102 (Fees Established), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

(e)  
Recreation and Parks:
(1) A per ticket "ticket user fee" on each ticket sold for each event in, and to be expended only for capital expenditures for or in relation to, the Veterans Memorial Coliseum and Times-Union Center of the Performing Arts, except for events of not-for-profit community organizations when waived in writing by the Director of the Department with simultaneous copy to the Council Auditor, which per ticket "ticket user fee" shall be exempt from Section 604.107, Ordinance Code: $1 (as of July 1, 1994, including any and all State taxes). 

(2)  A per ticket "ticket user fee" of $2.50 (plus increases not to exceed those set forth under the terms of that certain lease dated September 7, 1993, as amended, between the City of Jacksonville and Jacksonville Jaguars, Ltd., with such annual increases being implemented for NFL events as well as for other commercial events held in the stadium on or after July 1 of each year) on each ticket sold for each commercial event held in Jacksonville Municipal Stadium. The $2.50 per ticket "ticket user fee" shall become applicable for such other commercial events held after July 1, 1997. Events of not-for-profit organizations shall be subject to a ticket user fee of $1.25 on each ticket sold for such events. All ticket user fees remitted to the City shall be expended only for capital expenditures and event day expenses for, or in relation to, Jacksonville Municipal Stadium and its support facilities and infrastructure in the immediate vicinity. The ticket user fees shall be exempt from Section 604.107, Ordinance Code. 

(3)  A per ticket "ticket user fee" of $0.50 on each ticket sold for each Baseball Jax, Inc., event held in the Sports Facility described in that certain Sports Facility Use Agreement dated April 1, 2003 between the City of Jacksonville and Baseball Jax, Inc. (the "Use Agreement"), including any amendments to the ticket user fees pursuant to the provisions of the Use Agreement; and a ticket user fee of $0.50 on each ticket sold for any other event at the Sports Facility. The ticket user fees remitted to the City pursuant to this Section shall be deposited into the Sports Complex Trust Fund and expended pursuant to and as described in Section 111.135, Ordinance Code.
(1)(4) Use of any of the Cecil Gymnasium Aand Fitness Center facilities is subject to an admission fee of $2 per person per visit, or $120 per person per year for Duval County residents or $150 per person per year for nonresidents. The Department of Recreation and Parks shall have the authority to waive fees for department sponsored programs. All membership fees collected shall be deposited into the Cecil Gymnasium Aand Fitness Center Capital Improvement Trust Fund, and shall be expended pursuant to and as described in Section 111.185, Ordinance Code. 

(2)(5) Vessels moored at the Northbank or Southbank Riverwalks shall pay a fee computed on length of vessel in feet, measured at the dock. Dockage will be based on 24-hour periods beginning with the time of arrival and ending with the time of departure. Charges are $1 per foot for dockage and water and $1.15 per foot for dockage, water and electricity.

(f) Cooperative Extension Agency Section of the Recreation and Parks Department: 

(1) Canning fees, plus $0.10 .....City's cost 


(2) Kitchen usage fee (per hour) .....$7.50 

(g) Senior Services fees: The Division Chief shall establish and collect fees for the use of the Adult Services' centers, facilities and/or equipment. The Director shall submit to the Council annually, and as often as is required, changes bearing a schedule of fees and charges for use of Adult Services' centers for the use of facilities in such centers and areas in common. This schedule shall become effective upon submission to the Council, unless and until the Council disapproves it in whole or in part. 

(h) Special Events: 

(1) Jazz Festival General Admission at Metropolitan park: .....$10 
(i) Sports and Entertainment Office:

(1) A per ticket "ticket user fee" of $2.50 on each ticket sold for each event in the Jacksonville Veterans Memorial Arena (“Arena”) and Times-Union Center for the Performing Arts (“Times-Union Center”).  The ticket user fees authorized by this paragraph shall increase annually by an amount equal to three percent (3%) of the prior year’s ticket user fee. The ticket user fees collected pursuant to this paragraph shall be used only for maintenance, repairs and improvements in relation to the Arena and Times-Union Center.    

(2) A per ticket "ticket user fee" of $3.25 (plus annual increases not to exceed those set forth under the terms of that certain lease dated September 7, 1993, as amended, between the City of Jacksonville and Jacksonville Jaguars, Ltd.), with such annual increases being implemented for NFL games on each ticket sold for such events held in EverBank Field. A per ticket “ticket user fee” of $2.50 shall apply to all other commercial events at EverBank Field utilizing the stadium bowl (the “Commercial Ticket User Fee”).  Events of not-for-profit organizations at EverBank Field utilizing the stadium bowl shall be subject to a ticket user fee in an amount equal to fifty percent of the then current Commercial Ticket User Fee, which as of the enactment date of this Ordinance shall be $1.25 (the “Non-profit Ticket User Fee”). Both the Commercial Ticket User Fee and the Non-profit Ticket User Fee shall increase by an amount equal to three percent (3%) of the prior year’s ticket user fee.  The ticket user fees remitted to the City in connection with this paragraph shall be expended only for capital expenditures and event day expenses for, or in relation to, EverBank Field and its support facilities and infrastructure in the immediate vicinity. 
(3) A per ticket “ticket user fee” of $2.50 on each ticket sold (plus annual increases not to exceed those set forth under the terms of that certain Amendment 14 to Lease between the City and Jacksonville Jaguars, LLC dated December 11, 2015) for each event in the Amphitheater and Covered Flex Field.  The ticket user fees remitted to the City pursuant to this paragraph shall be deposited into the applicable Venue-Related Enterprise Fund as described in Section 111.135, Ordinance Code, and expended only for maintenance, repairs and improvements in relation to the Amphitheater and Covered Flex Field.
(4) A per ticket "ticket user fee" of $2.50 on each ticket sold for each event held in the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville. The ticket user fee authorized by this paragraph shall increase annually by an amount equal to three percent (3%) of the prior year’s ticket user fee. The ticket user fees remitted to the City pursuant to this paragraph shall be deposited into the applicable Venue-Related Enterprise Fund as described in Section 111.135, Ordinance Code, and expended only for maintenance, repairs and improvements in relation to the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville.  
(5) All of the foregoing ticket user fees authorized by Section 111.135(i), Ordinance Code, may be waived or reduced in connection with events of non-profit organizations with the prior written approval of the Chief Administrative Officer or Chief Financial Officer, with simultaneous copy to the Council Auditor.
(j)(i) Temporary RV Parks: 

(1) 1—14 days of operation during the calendar year .....$200 

(2) 15—30 days of operation during the calendar year .....$400

Amending Section 111.135 (Individual Venue-Related Enterprise Fund), Ordinance Code. Section 111.135 (Individual Venue-Related Enterprise Fund), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 111. SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS.

Sec. 111.135.  Individual Venue-Related Enterprise Fund.
(a) With the 2006-2007 budget development (effective October 1, 2006), the City is re-establishing the individual venue-related Enterprise Fund (Business Unit), which will provide for improved accountability for facility (venue) performance. The separate Enterprise Funds will be established for the Jacksonville Veterans Memorial Arena, Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville, Convention Center, Football Stadium (currently EverBank Field), Amphitheater, Covered Flex Field, Times-Union Center for the Performing Arts Center and Equestrian Center. 

(b) The use of such trust fund revenues will be controlled by the initial authorizing ordinances, as may be amended from time to time, as to primary and/or secondary uses therefore. 

(c) The City is electing to align the operating and event related cost, related debt service, specific trust fund revenues and General Fund operating and/or debt service subsidy with each individual facility. Additionally, since the revenue pledge to repay the facility related borrowing may be General Fund and/or Better Jacksonville Plan dollars, the Enterprise Fund will reflect these debt service related contribution as non-operating revenues. 

(d) The contract operator's operating, administrative and overhead cost will be reasonably allocated to each facility on an equitable basis conceptually pre-approved by both the Chief Financial Officer.Director of Finance and the Executive Director of the Office of Economic Development.

Amending Chapter 154 (Alcoholic Beverages), Part 1 (In General), Ordinance Code, Section 154.107 (Sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages in municipal parks or on City-owned or –leased property; penalty). Section 154.107 (Sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages in municipal parks or on City-owned or –leased property; penalty), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 154.107.  Sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages in municipal parks or on City-owned or -leased property; penalty.

(c)  Alcoholic beverages, which have been purchased or served from a City-owned or -leased location, may be sold, served and consumed at any time at the following locations: 

(1) Jacksonville Veterans Memorial Arena;


(2) Times Union Center for the Performing Arts;

(3) EverBank FieldAlltel Stadium;


(4) Amphitheater;


(5) Covered Flex Field;


(64) Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville;
(75) Metropolitan Park;

(86) St. Johns River Park (a.k.a. Friendship Park);


(97) St. Johns Marina;


(108) James P. Small Park;

(119) Prime F. Osborn, III Convention Center;

(1210) Drew Park;

(1311) Ritz Theatre and LaVilla Museum;

(1412) The Equestrian Center;

(1513) Hanna Park;

(1614) Sister's Creek Marina;

(1715) The Jacksonville Main Library; and

(1816) Unity Plaza Park; Notwithstanding the preamble in paragraph (c) above, in connection with Unity Plaza Park, alcoholic beverages may be sold, served and consumed within Unity Plaza Park as authorized by the manager of Unity Plaza Park and as otherwise consistent with State of Florida law and City Municipal Code requirements. 

(1917) Any other property owned or leased by the City where the Mayor, or his authorized designee, determines that the sale, service or consumption of alcoholic beverages would be in the best interest of the City. The best interest of the City means that the Mayor, or his designee, has reviewed the following factors and determined that their net overall impact is beneficial to the City and the public as a whole: 

(i) The likely public safety, public health, economic, and other similar or related impacts on the property and surrounding community; 

(ii) The availability of law enforcement and fire-rescue personnel and insurance and indemnification for events on or about the property; and 

(iii) The likely fiscal/economic impacts on the City; arising from a designation that the property be available for the sale, service or consumption of alcoholic beverages.

Amending Chapter 191 (Special Events and A. Philip Randolph Entertainment District), Part 1 (Special Events), Ordinance Code, Section 191.103 (Special event permit required). Section 191.103 (Special event permit required), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

(b) The following events shall be exempt from the permit requirements of 191.103(a): 

(1) Any gathering, entertainment, cultural event, convention or exposition at the Prime F. Osborn Convention Center; 

(2) Any gathering, athletic, sporting, cultural or entertainment event at the Jacksonville Veterans Memorial Arena, football stadium (currently, Everbank Field), Amphitheater, Covered Flex Field, the Equestrian Center at the former Cecil Field, Metropolitan Park, Hanna Park, Huguenot Park, Unity Plaza Park, or the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville; 

(3) Any gathering, entertainment or cultural events at the Times Union Center for Performing Arts or the Florida Theatre;

Amending Chapter 191 (Special Events and A. Philip Randolph Entertainment District), Part 2 (A. Philip Randolph Entertainment District), Ordinance Code, Section 191.202 (Periods of Applicability). Section 191.202 (Periods of Applicability), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

(a) Section 191.201 above shall apply to uses, activities and signs during the following special events: 

(1) The Florida Georgia Football Game;

(2) The Gator Bowl (currently known as the TaxSlayer Bowl);

(3) World of Nations;

(4) Jacksonville Jazz Festival;

(5) Spring Music Festivities;

(6) Skyblast/July 4th;

(7) 12 Ticket Events at Metropolitan Park;

(8) Bethune/Cookman Events;

(9) FAMU Events;

(10) Fairground Events;

(11) Jacksonville Suns games;

(12) Jacksonville Jaguar games;

(13) Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville events;

(14) EverBank FieldStadium events;
(15) Events at the Amphitheater or Covered Flex Field;
(16) New year’s Eve events;
(175) Arena Events; or

(186) any other events the Council of the City deems special.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective on January 1, 2017, but the increased rates authorized hereby shall not apply as to events for which the City or its facility manager has signed event agreements as of the enactment date of this ordinance.
