AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $2,663,689 FROM THE SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL FUND TO THE SOLID WASTE CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND TO PROVIDE PAY-GO DOLLARS TO THE TRAIL RIDGE LANDFILL GAS SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT (THE “PROJECT”) TO FUND THE REPLACEMENT OF THE GAS SYSTEM ON THE SOUTHERN HALF OF THE HILL, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-127 AND B.T. 17-032; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “TRAIL RIDGE LANDFILL GAS SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS”; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “TRAIL RIDGE LANDFILL GAS SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above comprises $2,663,689 in pay-go dollars from the Solid Waste Disposal Fund.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide pay-go dollars to the Trail Ridge Landfill Gas System Improvements Project (the “Project”) to fund the replacement of the gas system on the southern half of the hill. The landfill contains a gas system which collects the gas generated from decomposing waste deposited into the landfill. Under the three party agreement between the City, Trail Ridge landfill Inc., and Trail Ridge Energy Inc., the gas system is required to deliver 87 million British Thermal Units (MMBTU) of gas per hour per day. The current gas system at the landfill is not meeting the gas delivery requirements due to the age and wear and tear on the gas system and its components. Once the Project is completed, any remaining balances shall revert back to the subfund listed in the “Reversion of Funds” section.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the Project entitled “Trail Ridge Gas System Improvements.” The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will unnecessarily delay the replacement of a vital component of the landfill. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the Project entitled “Trail Ridge Gas System Improvements.” The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will unnecessarily delay the replacement of a vital component of the landfill. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
