Bill Summary: This ordinance repeals Ordinance 2016-566-E to correct the legal description of closed and abandoned real property; the ordinance closes and abandons and/or disclaims a portion of a 30-foot wide unopened and unimproved right-of-way established in Jacksonville Heights, Plat Book 5, page 9, of Public Records of Duval County, dated October 12, 1913, in Council District 12 within the Cecil Commerce Center, at the request of  the Real Estate Division of the Department of Public Works on behalf of the Office of Economic Development (the “applicant”), subject to reservation unto the JEA or an easement over the closed right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities, as enacted in Ordinance 2016-566-E.
Background Information: 
The right-of-way is unopened and unimproved, but does contain infrastructure.  Accordingly, an “All Utilities Easement” will be reserved in the name of JEA.  There are no objections to this request from the State, municipal and utility agencies which may have interests in this right-of-way.  The R/W is located in Council District 12.
