Bill Summary: This bill approves and authorizes the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver a Letter of Agreement for the medical examiner services between the City of Jacksonville and Centurion of Florida, LLC, for reimbursement of autopsy services performed by the District IV Medical Examiner; ratifies the actions of the medical examiner in providing, and of Centurion in reimbursing Duval County for, the autopsy services from April 17, 2016, to execution of said Letter of Agreement and providing for retroactive effect of the provisions, terms, and condition of the agreement to April 17, 2016; and providing City oversight by the Medical Examiner’s Office.
Background Information: Centurion of Florida, LLC, replaced Corizon, Inc., as the provider of correctional healthcare services in March 2016, after the Cooperative Agreement between the City and Corizon expired. The autopsy services in this agreement are performed at correctional facilities in Region 2 of the Florida Department of Corrections (FLDOC). Centurion has reimbursed the MEO for continuous services provided since April 17, 2016 without a written agreement in place. This legislation ratifies a new cooperative agreement with a retroactive date of April 17, 2016 through September 30, 2017.
