AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, or his designee, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, A LETTER OF AGREEMENT FOR MEDICAL EXAMINER SERVICES BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND CENTURION OF FLORIDA, LLC FOR REIMBURSEMENT OF AUTOPSY SERVICES PERFORMED BY THE DISTRICT IV MEDICAL EXAMINER (THE “MEDICAL EXAMINER”), PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 406, FLORIDA STATUTES, FOR THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS AT FACILITIES IN REGION 2 FOR WHICH THE MEDICAL EXAMINER’S OFFICE HAS JURISDICTION; RATIFYING THE ACTIONS OF THE MEDICAL EXAMINER IN PROVIDING, AND OF CENTURION IN REIMBURSING DUVAL COUNTY FOR, THE AUTOPSY SERVICES FROM APRIL 17, 2016, TO EXECUTION OF SAID LETTER OF AGREEMENT AND PROVIDING FOR RETROACTIVE EFFECT OF THE PROVISIONS, TERMS, AND CONDITION OF THE LETTER OF AGREEMENT TO APRIL 17, 2016; PROVIDING OVERSIGHT BY THE MEDICAL EXAMINER’S OFFICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 406, Florida Statutes, the District IV Medical Examiner (the “Medical Examiner”) is required to provide autopsy services to inmates under the control of the Florida Department of Corrections for facilities in Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE) Region 2 for which the Medical Examiner’s Office has jurisdiction (the “Facilities”); and


WHEREAS, prior to April 17, 2016, Duval County was reimbursed for such autopsy services under a Cooperative Agreement with Corizon, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, the Cooperative Agreement with Corizon, Inc. expired in April of 2016; and


WHEREAS, the Medical Examiner has continued to provide autopsy services for the Florida Department of Corrections at the Facilities as required by Chapter 406, Florida Statutes, and Duval County has been reimbursed for the autopsy services by Centurion of Florida, LLC “Centurion”) without a written agreement in place for the autopsy services; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Examiner has provided, and Centurion has reimbursed Duval County for, the autopsy services continuously and without interruption since April 17, 2016; and

WHEREAS, Duval County has allocated the annual salary to be paid to the Medical Examiner for the full services rendered to Centurion in Union County; and


WHEREAS, Centurion should reimburse Duval County for the value of the Medical Examiner’s services it receives; and

WHEREAS, Centurion and Duval County desire to enter into a Letter of Agreement for Medical Examiner Services under which Centurion is to reimburse Duval County for the value of the Medical Examiner’s services it receives; and

WHEREAS, City Council should accept, adopt, and ratify all actions of the Medical Examiner and Centurion from April 17, 2016, through the date the Letter of Agreement is executed now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Approval and authorization to execute and deliver Letter of Agreement and other documents.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a Letter of Agreement for Medical Examiner Services between the City of Jacksonville and Centurion, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Letter of Agmt, December 6, 2016 – PHS” and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and said Letter of Agreement.  Reimbursement from Centurion for services provided to Centurion by the Medical Examiner shall be as set forth in the Compensation Schedule, attached to the Letter of Agreement as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Letter of Agmt, December 6, 2016 – PHS”, and the term of the Letter of Agreement shall be for a period of service retroactive to April 17, 2016, and ending September 30, 2017.


Section 2.

Ratification.
There are hereby accepted, adopted, and ratified all actions of the Medical Examiner and Centurion with respect to the autopsy services from April 17, 2016, through the date the letter of Agreement is executed by the City.  

Section 3.

Oversight.
The Medical Examiner’s Office shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
