ORDINANCE 2016–763
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), TO CREATE A NEW SECTION 126.113 (COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL AND STATE PROCUREMENT REQUIREMENTS TO RECEIVE AND EXPEND GRANT FUNDING), ORDINANCE CODE; Providing for city oversight by the Procurement division of the finance and administration department REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY APPROVAL; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Part 1 (General Regulations), to create a new Section 126.113 (Compliance with federal and state procurement requirements to receive and expend grant funding), Ordinance Code.  A new Section 126.113 (Compliance with federal and state procurement requirements to receive and expend grant funding), Ordinance Code, is hereby created and shall read as follows:

CHAPTER 126. PROCUREMENT CODE

GENERAL REGULATIONS

Sec. 126.113. Compliance with federal and state procurement requirements to receive and expend grant funding.  To the extent that a conflict exists between the provisions of this Chapter and the provisions of federal and/or state procurement requirements necessary to receive and expend grant funding pursuant to Chapter 117, Ordinance Code, the Chief, in his or her discretion in consultation with the Office of General Counsel, is authorized to waive any such conflicting code provision in this Chapter and comply with the federal and/or state procurement requirement.  In the event that a code provision is waived pursuant to this section, upon final approval of the contract award, the Chief shall notify the Council Auditor and the Council Secretary of the same.
Section 2.

Oversight Department.
The Procurement Division of the Finance and Administration Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 3.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.  One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested because the procurement code includes provisions contrary to federal and state procurement grant requirements for certain bid projects and contracts necessary to the receipt and expenditure of grant funding.  

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
