
PHS AMENDMENT

The Public Health and Safety Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2016-767:
(1) On page 1, lines 5, 25 and 27, strike “$25,000.00” insert “$12,500”;
(2) On page 1, line 12, strike “$12,500.00” and insert “$12,899.00”;
(3) On page 1, line 14, 22, 25 and 27, strike “B.T. 17-022” and insert “Revised B.T. 17-022”; 

(4) On page 1, line 22, strike “Exhibit 1” and insert “Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised B.T. 17-022, January 3, 2017 – PHS””;

(5) On page 1, line 31, and page 2, lines 1-2, strike “, and $12,500.00 in de-authorized budgetary authority within the Police Explorer Trust activity in subfund 64A that will not be realized”;
(6) On page 2, line 6½, insert new Sections 3 and 4 to read as follows:

“Section 3.

De-Authorization.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby de-authorized the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):
