ORDINANCE 2016-768
An ordinance appropriating $672,284 from the United States department of JUSTICE, with no local match, FOR THE SEXUAL ASSAULT KIT INITIATIVE (SAKI II) FOR THE PERIOD OCTOBER 1, 2016, THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2019, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-027; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE, BUREAU OF JUSTICE ASSISTANCE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF INVESTIGATION AND HOMELAND SECURITY OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; APPROVING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 17-040; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above comes from the U.S. Department of Justice, with no local match.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide federal grant funding from the United States Department of Justice, with no local match, for the Sexual Assault Kit Initiative (SAKI II) for the period October 1, 2016, through September 30, 2019. The grant will fund one (1) FTE Program Coordinator position and overtime hours for additional personnel, including detectives, a detective sergeant, crime analysts, and police service technicians. The grant will also fund the purchase of specialized training and travel and computer hardware and software, and the renovation of the HVAC system at the Property and Evidence storage facility.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Cooperative Agreement between the City and the U. S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Investigation and Homeland Security of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Approval of position.
There is hereby approved the position more fully described in R.C. 17-040, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
