AN ORDINANCE REVISING SCHEDULE A-2, APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-504-e; appropriating $29,500.00 TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE PARKS, RECREATION & COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-033, to provide an afterschool program at normandy center; authorizing part-time hours, as initiated by r.c. 17-043; Authorizing the Children’s Commission TO execute agreements with Boys’ and girls’ clubs of northeast florida, inc. to provide afterschool programS at martin luther king AND hyde GROVE elementary schoolS; INVOKING THE EXemPTION IN 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Schedule A-2 revised.  Schedule A-2, approved by Ordinance 2016-504-E, is hereby revised as set forth in the Revised Schedule A-2, Public Service Grants, attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 1. As required by Section 11.1 of Ordinance 2016-504-E, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission (“JCC”) is not permitted to transfer funds from one agency providing children’s programs to another such agency without City Council approval.  The revisions shown in Exhibit 1 reduce the appropriation to Community Connections, increase appropriations to Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs of Northeast Florida, Inc. (“Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs”) and JCC’s Summer Camp Program, and add an appropriation to Parks, Recreation and Community Services.
Section 2.  Background and Purpose.  At the request of Community Connections of Jacksonville, Inc. (“Community Connections”), effective December 31, 2016, JCC will terminate four contracts with Community Connections for the provision of afterschool school programs.  The changes shown in Exhibit 1 reflect the reappropriation of JCC’s estimate of the funds that will remain on these four contracts after termination.  These changes will provide funding to continue three of the four afterschool programs previously provided by Community Connections from January 1, 2017 through June 30, 2017 and will provide funding to increase the number of children served in JCC’s 2017 summer camp program.  Continuation of the fourth afterschool program is not possible due to the closure of the Davis Center, the program’s site.  $29,500.00 will be appropriated to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to continue an afterschool program at Normandy Center.  $285,606.00 will be appropriated to Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs to continue afterschool programs at Martin Luther King and Hyde Grove Elementary Schools.  $40,540.00 will be appropriated to JCC’s Summer Camp Program to increase the number of children served in the summer of 2017.
Section 3.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsections (b):

Explanation of Appropriation.  This appropriation will transfer funds from the Children’s Commission to the Parks, Recreation & Community Services Department in order to allow Parks, Recreation & Community Services to provide an afterschool program to children at Normandy Center from January 1, 2017 through June 30, 2017 which program was formerly provided by Community Connections.
Section 4.

Authorization of position.
    There are hereby authorized the part-time hours more fully described in R.C. 17-043, attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 5.

Authorization to execute agreements with Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs.

JCC is hereby authorized to execute and deliver, on behalf of the City of Jacksonville pursuant to the authority contained in Section 51.104(j), Ordinance Code, agreements between JCC and Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs for the provision of services for afterschool programs at Martin Luther King and Hyde Grove Elementary Schools from January 1, 2017 through June 30, 2017 in the aggregate contractual amount shown in Exhibit 1.
Section 6.

Invoking the exemption to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.

JCC is hereby authorized to procure services from Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs as described in Section 5. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same.
Section 7.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is the inability of Community Connections to provide afterschool services after December 31, 2016 due to its closure and winding down of operations.
Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
