An ORDINANCE ENDORSING, AND REQUESTING DELIVERY BY THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION OF, THE EDISON AVENUE/MCCOY’S CREEK BRIDGE REPLACEMENT PROJECT (NO.: 724080/FIN #409267-1-52-01) AND THE HOWELL DRIVE/RIBAULT RIVER BRIDGE REPLACEMENT PROJECT (NO.: 724147/FIN #415250-1-52-01); APPROVING AnD AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT FOR THE EDISON AVENUE/MCCOY’S CREEK PROJECT (NO.: 724080/FIN #409267-1-52-01); PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE RIGHT-OF-WAY AND STORMWATER MAINTENANCE DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; providing an effective date.

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) will undertake bridge replacement projects at Edison Avenue/McCoy’s Creek (No.: 724080/FIN #409267-1-52-01) and Howell Drive/Ribault River (No.: 724147/FIN #415250-1-52-01) (together the “Projects”); and


WHEREAS, FDOT is scheduled to deliver the Projects on behalf of the City of Jacksonville (the “City”); and


WHEREAS, FDOT’s Program Management Bulletin 15-03 requires the City to adopt legislation endorsing FDOT’s delivery of the Projects to the City prior to FDOT’s delivery of the Projects; now therefore
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Delivery of Projects endorsed and requested.
There are hereby endorsed and requested the FDOT’s delivery of the Projects to the City. Although LAP certified, the City requests that FDOT deliver the subject Projects because doing so allows for greater efficiency, innovation, cost or time savings, or other reasons that allow for optimal project delivery.

Section 2.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Construction & Maintenance Agreement for the Edison Avenue/McCoy’s Creek Project (No.: 724080/FIN #409267-1-52-01), attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 3.

Oversight.

The Right-of-Way and Stormwater Maintenance Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the Projects.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
