AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A PROPERTY INTEREST DONATION AND STORMWATER SYSTEM MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) GRANTING A PERPETUAL EASEMENT ALONG BLAIR ROAD IN THE CRYSTAL SPRINGS AREA TO FDOT FOR STORMWATER DRAINAGE AND RETENTION PURPOSES; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Property Interest Donation and Stormwater System Maintenance Agreement (the “Agreement”) between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), in substantially the same form as placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, for the Crystal Springs Drainage Improvement Project (the “Project”). Funds were previously appropriated for the Project and the contract for the Project was executed by the City in July of 2016. A Notice to Proceed has been issued and the Project is currently under construction. No additional funds are needed to complete construction. The Agreement grants a perpetual easement along Blair Road in the Crystal Springs area to FDOT for stormwater drainage and retention purposes over and across the perpetual easement, and the City may use the land burdened by the perpetual easement in any manner that does not unreasonably interfere with FDOT’s use of its easement and subject to the terms and provisions of the perpetual easement. The City shall have the perpetual right to drain, accept, detain, and retain all of FDOT’s stormwater flowing into and from FDOT’s transportation facility on State Road 8 and FDOT property into the improvement. Both FDOT and City will make joint use of the improvement to satisfy their respective stormwater drainage and retention needs. The Agreement will not introduce any new effort regarding maintenance and repairs barring unforeseen conditions. 

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein, providing maintenance and repair as needed on the improvements.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
