SUSPENDING ALL CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES FOR THE DURATION OF THE REPAIRS TO THE PIER MADE NECESSARY BY DAMAGE CAUSED BY HURRICANE MATTHEW; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING FOR RETROACTIVE APPLICABILITY TO NOVEMBER 1, 2016; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the First Amendment to Agreement for Operation, Management and Maintenance of the Jacksonville Beach Pier and Retail Concession between the City and Dania Pier Management Corp., attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev 1st Amd, January 3, 2017 – NCIS” and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Amendment”). The Amendment suspends all contractual obligations of the parties, including monthly installments of the annual payment, for the duration of the repairs to the Pier made necessary by damage caused by Hurricane Matthew.

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.


Section 3.

Retroactive applicability.
  This Ordinance shall be effective retroactive to November 1, 2016.
