Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is additional revenue from the Florida Department of Transportation that will be appropriated to the Traffic Engineering Division within the Public Works Department. A copy of the award letter from FDOT is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  
The City receives revenue from FDOT pursuant to the State Highway Lighting, Maintenance, and Compensation Agreement. The Council-approved budget amount for this revenue is currently $2,001,969.59. FDOT has determined that the City should be receiving revenue for an additional 753 street lights; this additional revenue will bring the annual total to $2,182,657.96. The additional funding will be used to pay the utility costs for these additional street lights.
