AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,356,608.21 comprised of unappropriated investment earnings from Autumn Bonds ($302,760.17) and the Jax Recreational & Land Acquisition Fund ($33,580.59), Council District 7 Autumn Bonds ($34,613.25), Council District 8 Autumn Bonds ($56,180.53), reserve funds in the Shotspotter project ($202,438), and funds being reappropriated FROM CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS THAT WERE CERTIFIED COMPLETE BY THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS, CLOSED, AND HAD THE RESIDUAL BALANCES RETURNED TO THEIR SOURCE OR SOURCES OF ORIGIN ($727,035.67), IN ORDER TO REAPPROPRIATE SUCH FUNDS TO THE A. PHILIP RANDOLPH FLOATING DOCK, JFRD TACTICAL SUPPORT CONSOLIDATION, JCC SECURITY CAMERA, SHOT SPOTTER, DRAINAGE SYSTEM REHABILITATION, AND COUNTYWIDE PARKS MAINTENANCE AND UPGRADES, AS INITIATED BY REVISED B.T. 17-039; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “A. PHILIP RANDOLPH FLOATING DOCK,” “TACTICAL/LOGISTICS SUPPORT CONSOLIDATION,” “SHOT SPOTTER,” “Drainage System Rehabilitation,” AND “COUNTYWIDE PARKS MAINTENANCE AND UPGRADES”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation – The funding above is comprised of unappropriated investment earnings from Autumn Bonds ($302,760.17) and the Jax Recreational & Land Acquisition Fund ($33,580.59), Council District 7 Autumn Bonds ($34,613.25), Council District 8 Autumn Bonds ($56,180.53), reserve funds in the Shotspotter project ($202,438), and funds being reappropriated from Capital Improvement Projects that were certified complete by the Director of Public Works closed, and had the residual balances returned to their source or sources of origin ($727,035.67). The funds are being appropriated to the following projects: A. Phillip Randolph Floating Dock ($175,000.00), Drainage System Rehabilitation ($49,660.71), Countywide Parks Upgrade/Maintenance ($506,946.91), Shotspotter ($435,000.78), Fire Tactical/Logistics Support Consolidation ($100,000.00), and Security Cameras at the Don Brewer Center ($89,999.81).

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of this legislation is to reappropriate funds to the A. Philip Randolph Floating Dock, JFRD Tactical Support Consolidation, JCC Security Camera, Shot Spotter (with contributions from Council District Autumn Bond funds), Drainage System Rehabilitation, and Countywide Parks Maintenance and Upgrades.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the projects entitled “A. Philip Randolph Floating Dock”, “Tactical/logistics Support Consolidation,” “Shot Spotter”, “Drainage System Rehabilitation” and “Countywide Parks Maintenance and Upgrades.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised CIP, January 17, 2017 – NCIS” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will further deteriorate several projects, and the consolidation of the LSF/TSF facilities will have a positive impact on the operation. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
