Section 1.

Support of Local Bill J-3.  The Council hereby expresses its support of Local Bill J-3, to be considered by the Duval County Legislative Delegation, for the 2017 State Legislative Session. Said Local Bill J-3 would amend Chapters 563 and 564, Florida Statutes, to provide that for any facility licensed thereunder that is located either contiguously to or within an area within which the open container restrictions on alcoholic beverages are waived under the Ordinance Code of the City of Jacksonville, “premises” as used in “consumption on premises” within Chapters 563 and 564, F.S., and vendor licenses issued thereunder shall include said area, as defined in the Ordinance Code, as amended.
