Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor: 
ORDINANCE 2017-5
An ordinance appropriating $116,800.00 ($87,000.00 from the STATE OF FLORIDA, DIVISION OF LIBRARY INFORMATION SERVICES, and A CITY match OF $29,800.00) TO EXECUTE PROJECT 16-LSTA-B-02, OPPORTUNITY WORKS @ JPL, AN ADULT LITERACY GED® AND ESOL EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-040; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE LIBRARY SERVICES AND TECHNOLOGY ACT GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DEPARTMENT OF STATE, AND THE CONSOLIDATED CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE JACKSONVILLE PUBLIC LIBRARY; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE PUBLIC LIBRARY; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 17-062; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
Funding in the amount of $87,000.00 is provided by the State of Florida, Division of Library Information Services, with a City match of $29,800.00 through an interfund transfer from the General Fund to Prepaid Grants Fund.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to execute Project 16-LSTA-B-02, Opportunity Works @ JPL. Opportunity Works @ JPL is an adult literacy GED® and ESOL educational program designed to provide support and access to Duval County residents in the areas of Adult Education and Digital Literacy with the goals of obtaining or advancing in employment and/or achieving basic quality of life improvement personal goals; e.g. taking the GED® test, learning English, or establishing an email account). The grant is scheduled to commence upon City approval, with funding expiring on September 30, 2017.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Library Services and Technology Act Grant Agreement between the State of Florida, Department of State, and the Consolidated City of Jacksonville, for and on behalf of the Jacksonville Public Library, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.
Section 4.

Oversight Department.
The Jacksonville Public Library shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Approval of positions.
There are hereby approved the positions more fully described in R.C. 17-062, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the submission of the grant on August 1, 2016, anticipated an October 1, 2016 approval from the State of Florida. Jacksonville Public Library did not receive notification until November 3, 2016, and therefore request one cycle emergency passage in order to have a reasonable amount of time to execute the grant requirements.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
