AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROPRIATING $260,324.00 IN ADDITIONAL STATE HOUSING INITIATIVES PARTNERSHIP (SHIP) PROGRAM FUNDING TO ADDRESS THE NEEDS OF ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS WHO HAVE HAD A DIRECT IMPACT TO THEIR HOUSING BY HURRICANE MATTHEW IN 2016, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-041; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
