ORDINANCE 2017-17
An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROPRIATING REVENUE CARRIED FORWARD FROM PRIOR YEARS’ APPROPRIATIONS, AS REQUIRED BY THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE (GRANTOR), TO ENHANCE THE AFTERSCHOOL FOOD PROGRAM IN FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-024; providing an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above has been carried forward from the U. S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) afterschool nutrition funding program.  
Section 2. 
Purpose.  
The purpose of this legislation is to use previously appropriated USDA funds received as pass-through from the State Department of Health to provide suppers and snacks to students in 76 afterschool programs. Any excess funds shall be carried over into future years until all funds have been spent on food served in the programs. These funds are required to be returned to USDA or used in the programs. USDA advised over the past year that these funds were to be used to provide a hardier snack to all children in the programs.
