AN ORDINANCE DECLARING JARBOE LANE, A PRIVATE ROAD RUNNING FROM STRICKLAND ROAD TO KINGS ROAD IN THE CITY OF NEPTUNE BEACH, FLORIDA, R.E. NUMBER 177419-0000, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13 (THE “SUBJECT PARCEL”), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING ITS CONVEYANCE TO THE CITY OF NEPTUNE BEACH AT NO COST AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH CONVEYANcE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares Jarboe Lane, a private road running from Strickland Road to Kings Road in the City of Neptune Beach, Florida, R.E. Number 177419-0000, in Council District 13 (the “Subject Parcel”) and more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. The Subject Parcel was acquired by the City through tax reversion in 2002, and serves as a private road providing access to several residences. The City of Neptune Beach has agreed to assume ownership of the Subject Parcel and will maintain the Subject Parcel in perpetuity at its sole cost and expense. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.


Authorization of conveyance in accordance with Chapter 122.
There is hereby authorized the conveyance of the Subject Parcel to the City of Neptune Beach at no cost in accordance with the provisions of Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions), Part 4 (Real Property), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Parcel.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
