AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE HURRICANE MATTHEW DISASTER DECLARATION FEDERALLY FUNDED PUBLIC ASSISTANCE STATE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF FLORIDA AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE ALLOWING THE CITY TO BE REIMBURSED FOR ELIGIBLE COSTS AND DAMAGES FROM HURRICANE MATTHEW; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS DIVISION OF THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Federally Funded Public Assistance State Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Hurricane Matthew Disaster Declaration Federally Funded Public Assistance State Agreement between the State of Florida and the City of Jacksonville (the “Agreement”), in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services. The Agreement will allow the City to obtain state and federal reimbursement of costs and damages associated with Hurricane Matthew. The federal government will reimburse up to 75% of the eligible costs unless a higher percentage is approved; the State of Florida is required to share the costs eligible for federal financial assistance, and the State has undertaken to share these costs, as appropriated, with its subrecipients.

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Emergency Preparedness Division of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.
