RESOLUTION 2017-28-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING THE MUSEUM OF SCIENCE & HISTORY FOR HOSTING THE ANNE FRANK: A HISTORY FOR TODAY EXHIBIT JANUARY 13TH THROUGH FEBRUARY 12TH 2017; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
the Museum of Science & History (MOSH) will host the Anne Frank: A History for Today exhibition in Jacksonville from January 13 through February 12, 2017; the exhibition is under the auspices of MOSH’s Voices of Hope, a community-based initiative whose goals include bringing people together and eradicating intolerance through discussions in Jacksonville communities from school children to prominent leaders and professionals; and

WHEREAS,
Anne Frank is one of the most famous victims of the Holocaust; she is renowned for her stirring Diary of a Young Girl (also known as the Diary of Anne Frank), a diary that chronicled her family’s plight living in hiding in Amsterdam to escape the persecution of the Nazis who were sending Jews to concentration camps during World War II; over 30,000,000 copies of the diary have been sold, it has been translated into 67 different languages; the diary was written when Anne Frank was fifteen years old; it is considered to be one of the most important pieces of writing of the 20th century; and

WHEREAS,
born June 12, 1929 in Frankfurt, Germany, Anne Frank lived most of her life in Amsterdam where her father, mother and sister moved when the Nazis came to power in Germany;  when, in 1942,  Anne’s sister, Margot, received a letter ordering her to a work camp, the Frank family decided to go into hiding; for two years, the Franks lived in cramped quarters in an annex to his business located in Amsterdam; Anne made daily entries in her diary that chronicled the ordeal; in 1944, the family was arrested by the Gestapo and transported to concentration camps; in February or March 1945, Anne Frank died at the age of 15 in a German concentration camp; at the war’s end, Anne’s father, Otto, the only surviving family member, returned to Germany and discovered Anne’s diary that was posthumously published in 1947; and
WHEREAS,
the Anne Frank exhibition has been shown in hundreds of cities in the United States and more than 40 other countries; the exhibit had previously been shown in Jacksonville in 1993; MOSH has brought the exhibit back to inspire a new generation and generate conversations throughout Jacksonville on how to better improve our communities; the Voices of Hope initiative will include lectures, films and cultural and educational programming by MOSH; other organizations promoting discourse based on the exhibit include the Cummer Museum of Art and Gardens, the University of North Florida, Jacksonville University, Florida State College at Jacksonville, Edward Waters College, OneJax, City of Jacksonville Human Rights Commission, Ritz Chamber Players and Ritz Theatre and Museum; in the words of MOSH executive director, Maria Hane, “the exhibit won’t just change how our community sees Anne Frank. It will change how we see ourselves”; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
