AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING ADMINISTRATIVE DEVIATION APPLICATION AD-17-06 LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 AT 12005 rosetta road between halsema road south and dead end (R.E. NO. 001923-0020) AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY OWNED BY joel a. aguilar, Requesting TO REDUCE THE REQUIRED MINIMUM LOT AREA FROM 2 ACRES TO 1.54 ACRES, IN ZONING DISTRICT RR-acre (RESIDENTIAL RURAL-acre), AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; CERTIFICATION REQUIRED FOR SATISFACTION OF CONDITION(S); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, an application for an administrative deviation, on file with the City Council Legislative Services Division was filed by Joel Aguilar, the owner(s) of property located in Council District 12 at 12005 Rosetta Road between Halsema Road South and Dead End (R. E. No. 001923-0020) (“Subject Property”), requesting to reduce the required minimum lot area from 2 acres to 1.54 acres, in Zoning District RR-Acre (Residential Rural-Acre); and 

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and all attachments thereto and has rendered an advisory recommendation; and 


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice held a public hearing and having duly considered both the testimonial and documentary evidence presented at the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; now therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

The Council has considered the recommendation of the Land Use and Zoning Committee and reviewed the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department concerning administrative deviation AD-17-06.

Section 2.

The Subject Property is owned by Joel Aguilar, and is described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated January 9, 2017.    
Section 3.

Legislative Services is hereby directed to mail a copy of this legislation, as enacted, to the applicant and any other parties to this matter who testified before the Land Use and Zoning Committee or otherwise filed a qualifying written statement as defined in Section 656.140(c), Ordinance Code.

Section 4.

Conditions.  Should a condition be placed upon the approval of this administrative deviation, the Planning and Development Department is directed to place a Hold or to request that the Building Inspection Division place a Hold on the final inspection for the subject permit, with the Requirement to Clear being the receipt of letters of certification by the lead horizontal and lead vertical design professionals confirming that all horizontal and vertical components of the development have been substantially completed, and all conditions to the development order have been satisfied.  The facility shall not be occupied in any manner without this certification.  This condition shall apply to both phased and non-phased developments.  The terms “Hold” and “Requirement to Clear” are as utilized within the Building Inspection Division’s permitting system.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.  Failure to exercise the administrative deviation, if herein granted, by the commencement of the use or action herein approved within one year of the effective date of this legislation shall render this waiver invalid and all rights arising therefrom shall terminate.
