An ordinance appropriating $883,518.00 from the state attorney’s office, fourth judicial circuit, with no local match, UNDER THE FISCAL YEAR 2015 NATIONAL SEXUAL ASSAULT KIT INITIATIVE (SAKI) FOR THE PERIOD DECEMBER 1, 2015, THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2018, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-049; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE SUBCONTRACT BETWEEN THE STATE ATTORNEY’S OFFICE, 4TH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT, AND THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE (JSO); PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY jso’s DEPARTMENT OF INVESTIGATION AND HOMELAND SECURITY; APPROVING POSITIONs, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 17-080; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above comes from the State Attorney’s Office, Fourth Judicial Circuit of Florida, with no local match.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide grant funding from the State Attorney’s Office, Fourth Judicial Circuit of Florida (SAO), under the Fiscal Year 2015 National Sexual Assault Kit Initiative (SAKI) for the period December 1, 2015, through September 30, 2018. SAO was awarded SAKI funds in 2015; under the SAO award, JSO is receiving a subaward. SAKI seeks to reduce the number of unsubmitted sexual assault kits held in evidence, support the investigation and prosecution of these kits/cases, provide services to the victims, and examine policies that created the inventory. The grant will fund the salaries and benefits of two full-time cold case detectives who will work exclusively on SAKI over the grant period.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Subcontract between the State Attorney’s Office, 4th Judicial Circuit, and the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, a copy of which is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Rev Subcontract, February 22, 2017 – PHS” and incorporated herein by this reference. A copy of the grant letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Investigation and Homeland Security of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Approval of positions.
There are hereby approved the positions more fully described in R.C. 17-080, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
