ORDINANCE 2017-64
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THAT CERTAIN LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (LANDLORD) AND NORTHEAST FLORIDA WOMEN VETERAN, INC. (TENANT), FOR FIVE (5) YEARS FOR THE FORMER HEALTH CLINIC LOCATED AT 2133 BROADWAY AVENUE,  TENANT PAYING AN ANNUAL LEASE FEE OF ONE DOLLAR ($1.00) AND PERFORMING MONTHLY IN-KIND SERVICES, THE VALUE OF WHICH SHALL BE A MINIMUM OF $1,500.00 PER MONTH IN LIEU OF THE APPRAISED MONTHLY RENTAL PAYMENTS OF $2,022.75 PER MONTH; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY AFFAIRS AND VETERANS SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Lease Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (Landlord) and Northeast Florida Women Veteran, Inc. (Tenant), in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.  Said lease is for five (5) years for the former health clinic located at 2133 Broadway Avenue.  Tenant shall pay an annual lease fee of one dollar ($1.00) and perform monthly in-kind services such as mental health counseling, community outreach, Her Total Wellness Workshops, case management, emergency food baskets for female veterans and their families, and bus passes for work and medical appointments. The value of such in-kind services shall be a minimum of $1,500.00 per month in lieu of the appraised monthly rental payments of $2,022.75 per month. Tenant will be responsible for the cost and provision of all maintenance and utilities for the leased premises, including but not limited to HVAC, roof maintenance, trash pickup, and mowing and landscape maintenance.

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services shall oversee the project described herein.
