AN ORDINANCE DESIGNATING THE NOCATEE DEVELOPMENT AS A GOLF CART COMMUNITY PURSUANT TO SECTION 316.212, FLORIDA STATUTES;  DESIGNATING ARMORER COURT, ASPEN LEAF DRIVE, AUTUMN KNOLL COURT, BISTER COURT, BLACKSMITH TERRACE, CARNAUBA WAY, COBBLER TRAIL, COCONUT PALM PARKWAY, CRESTWAY LANE, CYPRESS TRAILS DRIVE, CYPRESS KNOLL COURT, DYER COURT, FESTING GROVE DRIVE, FOREST VIEW LANE, FURRIER COURT, GRAY WOLF TRAIL, KIWI PALM DRIVE, KING PALM COURT, KNOTWOOD WAY, NATTER DRIVE, OLD CARRIAGE COURT, QUEENSLAND CIRCLE, PINE MANOR DRIVE, PINE SHADOW PARKWAY, ROCKHURST TRAIL, ROPE MAKER COURT, SENEGAL DRIVE, STONE MASON WAY, STONY FORD DRIVE, TIMBERLAND CROSSING DRIVE, VESTAVIA COURT, WAYFARE LANE, WAYSIDE LANE, WHEELWRIGHT LANE, WHITE MARSH DRIVE, WILLOW RIDGE DRIVE, WINGSTONE DRIVE, AND WOODLEY DRIVE AS APPROPRIATE FOR USE BY GOLF CARTS, SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS HEREIN;  FINDING THAT GOLF CARTS MAY SAFELY TRAVEL ON OR ACROSS THE RIGHTS-OF-WAY NAMED HEREIN; DIRECTING POSTING OF SIGNS INDICATING THAT GOLF CART OPERATION IS PERMITTED ON THE RIGHTS-OF-WAY NAMED HEREIN, SUBJECT TO REIMBURSEMENT TO THE CITY BY THE TOLOMATO COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Tolomato Community Development District requested designation of the Nocatee Development as a “Golf Cart Community”; and


WHEREAS, Section 316.212, Florida Statutes, permits the operation of golf carts upon rights-of-way  subject to the requirements therein; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office has reviewed this request and does not object to the designations herein, as conditioned; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville Traffic Engineering Division has reviewed this request and does not object to the designations herein, as conditioned; and


WHEREAS, the City Council finds that golf carts may safely travel on or across Armorer Court, Aspen Leaf Drive, Autumn Knoll Court, Bister Court, Blacksmith Terrace, Carnauba Way, Cobbler Trail, Coconut Palm Parkway, Crestway Lane, Cypress Trails Drive, Cypress Knoll Court, Dyer Court, Festing Grove Drive, Forest View Lane, Furrier Court, Gray Wolf Trail, Kiwi Palm Drive, King Palm Court, Knotwood Way, Natter Drive, Old Carriage Court, Queensland Circle, Pine Manor Drive, Pine Shadow Parkway, Rockhurst Trail, Rope Maker Court, Senegal Drive, Stone Mason Way, Stony Ford Drive, Timberland Crossing Drive, Vestavia Court, Wayfare Lane, Wayside Lane, Wheelwright Lane, White Marsh Drive, Willow Ridge Drive, Wingstone Drive, Woodley Drive and future areas, as shown on Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the City Council and the Transportation, Energy, Utilities, and Safety Committee held public hearings on the proposed designation; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Golf Cart Community Designation.
The Nocatee Development is designated as a “Golf Cart Community” pursuant to Section 316.212, Florida Statutes, and the following rights-of-way are designated for use by golf carts, subject to conditions in Section 2 below:  Armorer Court, Aspen Leaf Drive, Autumn Knoll Court, Bister Court, Blacksmith Terrace, Carnauba Way, Cobbler Trail, Coconut Palm Parkway, Crestway Lane, Cypress Trails Drive, Cypress Knoll Court, Dyer Court, Festing Grove Drive, Forest View Lane, Furrier Court, Gray Wolf Trail, Kiwi Palm Drive, King Palm Court, Knotwood Way, Natter Drive, Old Carriage Court, Queensland Circle, Pine Manor Drive, Pine Shadow Parkway, Rockhurst Trail, Rope Maker Court, Senegal Drive, Stone Mason Way, Stony Ford Drive, Timberland Crossing Drive, Vestavia Court, Wayfare Lane, Wayside Lane, Wheelwright Lane, White Marsh Drive, Willow Ridge Drive, Wingstone Drive, Woodley Drive and future areas, as shown on Exhibit 1.  Exhibit 1 shall be attached to this legislation in color.
Section 2.

Designation Approved Subject to Conditions. The designation in Section 1 is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
Drivers of golf carts shall be at least sixteen years old and shall hold a valid driver’s license.

(b)
Only golf carts equipped with headlights, tail lights, brake lights, and turn signals may be operated on the public rights-of-way between sunset and sunrise.  All other golf carts shall only be operated between sunrise and sunset (daylight hours).
Section 3.

Signage.
The Public Works Department shall post appropriate signage to indicate that golf cart operation is permitted on the rights-of-way identified in Section 1.  Signage shall include at least one sign at the entrance to each Subdivision, and other signage throughout the Nocatee Development only as deemed necessary by the Department of Public Works.  The Tolomato Community Development District shall reimburse the City for the cost and installation of such signage as agreed.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
